Our creative classes will be offered: 2:30-4:30pm on Monday afternoons (Dance) & 

               2:30-4:30pm on Wednesday afternoons (Gymnastics) 

 

In both classes children will be led through a progressive sequence of developmental movement 

patters and gymnastics skills as a means of increasing coordination, balance, flexibility, fine and 

gross motor skills, and postural alignment.   Both classes will boost children’s confidence, enhance 

their problem solving and social skills, and develop their expressive capacity. 

  

Registration: Students may register at any time and may do so on-line at www.mountain-kids.com.  

Tuition will be adjusted accordingly based on a students start date.    

Tuition: $72 for a 6-week pay period.  Payment may be made via check or credit card.  All checks 

may be made payable to Mountain Kids.  Tuition in-full is required at time of registration. Tuition 

will be prorated accordingly based on student’s start date.  Dates of our 6-week pay periods are 

defined on the session calendar which can also be found on our website. Both classes (gymnastics & 

dance) are continuous from session to session so please contact us if your student would like to 

discontinue at anytime. 

Multiple class and Sibling Discount: We offer a 10% multiple class or sibling discount.  

Missed Classes: Credits will ONLY be provided if a class is canceled due to a school closing or 

event. Unfortunately, we are unable to credit classes missed by a student for any reason.  To help 

us stay organized and on a consistent schedule we are unable to offer make-up classes.
